Who’s Your Daddy? (Part 2)

(Is Jesus LORD?)

Of your TIME
Objective- To teach about the Lordship of Christ.  To challenge the people of God to fully surrender their whole life to the Lord.

Introduction –Sermon Series- Lord of life, time and possessions. DVD – “Time”
I. TREASURE YOUR TIME  
A. Equal time in a day not in life. We all have the same number of hours each day, and the same number of days each week, but none of us know how many days we have in our life.

B. Our life is brief compared to eternity (James 4:13-15) Come now, you who say, "Today or tomorrow we will go to such and such a city, spend a year there, buy and sell, and make a profit"; whereas you do not know what will happen tomorrow. For what is your life? It is even a vapor that appears for a little time and then vanishes away. Instead you ought to say, "If the Lord wills, we shall live and do this or that."  (NKJV)
C. Value your time (Psalms 90:12) So teach us to number our days, That we may gain a heart of wisdom.  (NKJV)

D. Make the most out of each day 

1. We have to live but one day at a time, but we are living for eternity in that one day. -Anonymous

2. (Proverbs 27:1) Do not boast about tomorrow, For you do not know what a day may bring forth.  (NKJV)
E. You have time for God’s Purposes, Will and Work (Ecclesiastes 3:17) I said in my heart, "God shall judge the righteous and the wicked, For there is a time there for every purpose and for every work."  (NKJV)
II. REDEEM YOUR TIME     
A. Use your time wisely 
1. (Ephesians 5:14-16) Therefore He says: "Awake, you who sleep, Arise from the dead, And Christ will give you light." See then that you walk circumspectly, not as fools but as wise, redeeming the time, because the days are evil.  (NKJV)
2. (Colossians 4:5) Walk in wisdom toward those who are outside, redeeming the time.  (NKJV)
B. Time does not go backwards often (2 Kings 20:9-11) Then Isaiah said, "This is the sign to you from the LORD, that the LORD will do the thing which He has spoken: shall the shadow go forward ten degrees or go backward ten degrees?" And Hezekiah answered, "It is an easy thing for the shadow to go down ten degrees; no, but let the shadow go backward ten degrees." So Isaiah the prophet cried out to the LORD, and He brought the shadow ten degrees backward, by which it had gone down on the sundial of Ahaz.  (NKJV)
C. Here today – Gone tomorrow In time take time while time doth last, for time is no time when time is past. –Anonymous
D. Now is the acceptable time to make things right with GOD
1. (2 Corinthians 6:2) For He says: "In an acceptable time I have heard you, And in the day of salvation I have helped you." Behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.  (NKJV)
2. There is no time like the present.

E. Redeemed by the blood of Jesus (1 Peter 1:17-19) And if you call on the Father, who without partiality judges according to each one's work, conduct yourselves throughout the time of your stay here in fear; knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, like silver or gold, from your aimless conduct received by tradition from your fathers, but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot.  (NKJV)
III. MANAGE YOUR TIME
A. God gave us time (Genesis 1:14) Then God said, "Let there be lights in the firmament of the heavens to divide the day from the night; and let them be for signs and seasons, and for days and years; (NKJV)
B. Leadership and the use of time 

1. “A good leader knows that time is like gold, and good spending habits are essential.  It’s that in this case the units are minutes, not dollars.”  The Leadership Bible, p. 673.

2. “If leaders can number their minutes and hours, numbering their days will be easier.” The Leadership Bible, p. 673.

C. The use of our time 

“Believe-It-or-Not”
A bar of iron is worth  -  $5

 

- horseshoes  - $10.50

- needles - $355

- Knife blades - $3,285

- watch springs - $250,000

We have all been given the same “bar of iron” – 24 hours per day.

IV. TIMING YOUR TIME  
A. Fullness of time (Galatians 4:4) But when the fullness of the time had come, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman, born under the law,  (NKJV)
B. Timing – God’s Timing

1. (Ephesians 1:10) that in the dispensation of the fullness of the times He might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven and which are on earth--in Him.  (NKJV) 
2. (1 Corinthians 15:51-52) Behold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed-- in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.  (NKJV)
C. Prep time (Matthew 25:1-13) "Then the kingdom of heaven shall be likened to ten virgins who took their lamps and went out to meet the bridegroom. "Now five of them were wise, and five were foolish. "Those who were foolish took their lamps and took no oil with them, "but the wise took oil in their vessels with their lamps. "But while the bridegroom was delayed, they all slumbered and slept. "And at midnight a cry was heard: 'Behold, the bridegroom is coming; go out to meet him!' "Then all those virgins arose and trimmed their lamps. "And the foolish said to the wise, 'Give us some of your oil, for our lamps are going out.' "But the wise answered, saying, 'No, lest there should not be enough for us and you; but go rather to those who sell, and buy for yourselves.' "And while they went to buy, the bridegroom came, and those who were ready went in with him to the wedding; and the door was shut. "Afterward the other virgins came also, saying, 'Lord, Lord, open to us!' "But he answered and said, 'Assuredly, I say to you, I do not know you.' "Watch therefore, for you know neither the day nor the hour in which the Son of Man is coming.  (NKJV)
