Childlike Faith (Part IV)
NO FEAR

Objective – To challenge the people of God to overcome fears in their lives.  To cause faith and determination to rise.  To teach Biblical principles regarding fear and faith.

Introduction – The story of Jacob, Joseph, and Adam in Flagler Village.

I. FAITH VERSES FEAR

A. Fear is not from God (2 Timothy 1:7) For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound mind.  (NKJV)
B. Faith is from God (Hebrews 11:1) Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.  (NKJV)

C. Faith pleases God – God Rewards faith (Hebrews 11:6) But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.  (NKJV)

II. OVERCOMING FEAR

A. The Fear of God Conquers the Fear of man (2 Corinthians 7:1) Therefore, having these promises, beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.  (NKJV)
B. Love Conquers Fear (1 John 4:18) There is no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear, because fear involves torment. But he who fears has not been made perfect in love.  (NKJV)  

C. Trust in God Conquers Fear (Proverbs 29:25) The fear of man brings a snare, But whoever trusts in the LORD shall be safe.  (NKJV)

III. FEAR ONLY GOD

A. Do not fear men or death only God (Matthew 10:16-28) "Behold, I send you out as sheep in the midst of wolves. Therefore be wise as serpents and harmless as doves. "But beware of men, for they will deliver you up to councils and scourge you in their synagogues. "You will be brought before governors and kings for My sake, as a testimony to them and to the Gentiles. "But when they deliver you up, do not worry about how or what you should speak. For it will be given to you in that hour what you should speak; "for it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father who speaks in you. "Now brother will deliver up brother to death, and a father his child; and children will rise up against parents and cause them to be put to death. "And you will be hated by all for My name's sake. But he who endures to the end will be saved. "When they persecute you in this city, flee to another. For assuredly, I say to you, you will not have gone through the cities of Israel before the Son of Man comes. "A disciple is not above his teacher, nor a servant above his master. "It is enough for a disciple that he be like his teacher, and a servant like his master. If they have called the master of the house Beelzebub, how much more will they call those of his household! "Therefore do not fear them. For there is nothing covered that will not be revealed, and hidden that will not be known. "Whatever I tell you in the dark, speak in the light; and what you hear in the ear, preach on the housetops. "And do not fear those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. But rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.  (NKJV)

B. God gives mercy to those who fear Him (Luke 1:50) And His mercy is on those who fear Him From generation to generation.  (NKJV)

C. The fear of God is good (Acts 9:31) Then the churches throughout all Judea, Galilee, and Samaria had peace and were edified. And walking in the fear of the Lord and in the comfort of the Holy Spirit, they were multiplied.  (NKJV)

D. Nothing can hurt a dead person (Luke 10:17-20) Then the seventy returned with joy, saying, "Lord, even the demons are subject to us in Your name." And He said to them, "I saw Satan fall like lightning from heaven. "Behold, I give you the authority to trample on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you. "Nevertheless do not rejoice in this, that the spirits are subject to you, but rather rejoice because your names are written in heaven."  (NKJV)

2. Our pain can be God’s gain

3. (Galatians 2:20) "I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me.  (NKJV)

E. God is our Helper (Hebrews 13:6) So we may boldly say: "The LORD is my helper; I will not fear. What can man do to me?"  (NKJV)
