(Is Jesus LORD?)

Of your LIFE

Objective- To teach about the Lordship of Christ.  To challenge the people of God to fully surrender their whole life to the Lord.

Introduction – Lord of life, time and possessions.
QUESTIONS: 
1. Will we have anything to show for our life?

2. When our life is over, will we have had any impact on this world or will our life only amount to a hill?

3. What does the LORD require of you?

I. YOUR LIFE IS NOT YOUR OWN
A. Jesus is LORD 

1. Bought and Paid For. (1 Corinthians 6:20) For you were bought at a price; therefore glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which are God's.  (NKJV)
2. Make a complete surrender. (Matthew 13:45-46) "Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a merchant seeking beautiful pearls, "who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had and bought it.  (NKJV)
3. We are called to serve the LORD Christ.
a. Live your life unto the LORD. (Colossians 3:23-24) And whatever you do, do it heartily, as to the Lord and not to men, knowing that from the Lord you will receive the reward of the inheritance; for you serve the Lord Christ.  (NKJV)

b. Seek to please God not men. (Ephesians 6:5-8) Bondservants, be obedient to those who are your masters according to the flesh, with fear and trembling, in sincerity of heart, as to Christ; not with eyeservice, as men-pleasers, but as bondservants of Christ, doing the will of God from the heart, with goodwill doing service, as to the Lord, and not to men, knowing that whatever good anyone does, he will receive the same from the Lord, whether he is a slave or free.  (NKJV)
B. Give God your best. 

1. (2 Chronicles 31:21) And in every work that he began in the service of the house of God, in the law and in the commandment, to seek his God, he did it with all his heart. So he prospered.  (NKJV)
2. (Colossians 3:17) And whatever you do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through Him.  (NKJV)
3. (Ecclesiastes 9:10) Whatever your hand finds to do, do it with your might; for there is no work or device or knowledge or wisdom in the grave where you are going.  (NKJV)
4. Abraham offered his son Isaac.

II. WALK WORTHY OF YOUR CALLING

A. Walk Worthy
1. Walk worthy of the calling (Ephesians 4:1) I, therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, beseech you to walk worthy of the calling with which you were called, (NKJV)
2. Walk worthy of the Lord (Colossians 1:9-12) For this reason we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to ask that you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; that you may walk worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing Him, being fruitful in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God; strengthened with all might, according to His glorious power, for all patience and longsuffering with joy; giving thanks to the Father who has qualified us to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in the light.  (NKJV)
3. Walk worthy of God who calls you (1 Thessalonians 2:10-13) You are witnesses, and God also, how devoutly and justly and blamelessly we behaved ourselves among you who believe; as you know how we exhorted, and comforted, and charged every one of you, as a father does his own children, that you would walk worthy of God who calls you into His own kingdom and glory. For this reason we also thank God without ceasing, because when you received the word of God which you heard from us, you welcomed it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God, which also effectively works in you who believe.  (NKJV)
B. We must give an account 

1. A Living Sacrifice (Romans 12:1-2) I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service. And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.  (NKJV)
2. We will all stand before the judgment seat of Christ to give an account.

a. (Romans 14:10) But why do you judge your brother? Or why do you show contempt for your brother? For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ.  (NKJV)
b. (2 Corinthians 5:9-10) Therefore we make it our aim, whether present or absent, to be well pleasing to Him. For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may receive the things done in the body, according to what he has done, whether good or bad.  (NKJV)
III. MAKE A DIFFERENCE IN THIS LIFE

A. Be a good steward of your gifts. (Romans 12:10-18) Be kindly affectionate to one another with brotherly love, in honor giving preference to one another; not lagging in diligence, fervent in spirit, serving the Lord; rejoicing in hope, patient in tribulation, continuing steadfastly in prayer; distributing to the needs of the saints, given to hospitality. Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse. Rejoice with those who rejoice, and weep with those who weep. Be of the same mind toward one another. Do not set your mind on high things, but associate with the humble. Do not be wise in your own opinion. Repay no one evil for evil. Have regard for good things in the sight of all men. If it is possible, as much as depends on you, live peaceably with all men.  (NKJV)
B. The more God blesses us with the more we are responsible for. (Luke 12:48) "But he who did not know, yet committed things deserving of stripes, shall be beaten with few. For everyone to whom much is given, from him much will be required; and to whom much has been committed, of him they will ask the more.  (NKJV)
