“Every Member a Minister”
Objective – To communicate the mission of the church, “Every Member a Minister”.  To teach ministry principles.

Introduction – DVD – Church Planting.
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Our mission is to discover, equip, and utilize the gifts of each member of this church to carry out the vision that the Lord has directed this church to be, “A Lighthouse to the World.”  In order for a Lighthouse to be effective, it must shine a bright light into the darkness.  We will equip our members to fulfill the command of our Lord when He said, “Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.” (Matthew 5:14)  We will do this by finding a need in the world and meeting that need.  We will focus in on the needs of the world as each member of the church discovers their gifts and uses them for the glory of God.

Our mission is to bring needy people into contact with Jesus and to let them know that He loves and cares about them.  In God’s Word it says, “Casting (to cast) all of your care upon Him (Jesus); for He cares for you.” (1 Peter 5:7)  We must do this by reaching out to people and meeting them where their need is: To the sick, we will offer prayer and support; to the needy, we will offer food, clothing and support; to the neglected, we will show them that we love and care about them; to the lonely, we will be a friend; to the sinful, we will communicate God’s love and forgiveness; and to the outcasts, we will let them know that they are important to God.  We will accomplish this mission as a group effort of the church with everyone doing what they can to be “A Lighthouse to the World”.
(1 Chronicles 21:15-30) And God sent an angel to Jerusalem to destroy it. As he was destroying, the LORD looked and relented of the disaster, and said to the angel who was destroying, "It is enough; now restrain your hand." And the angel of the LORD stood by the threshing floor of Ornan the Jebusite. Then David lifted his eyes and saw the angel of the LORD standing between earth and heaven, having in his hand a drawn sword stretched out over Jerusalem. So David and the elders, clothed in sackcloth, fell on their faces. And David said to God, "Was it not I who commanded the people to be numbered? I am the one who has sinned and done evil indeed; but these sheep, what have they done? Let Your hand, I pray, O LORD my God, be against me and my father's house, but not against Your people that they should be plagued." Therefore, the angel of the LORD commanded Gad to say to David that David should go and erect an altar to the LORD on the threshing floor of Ornan the Jebusite. So David went up at the word of Gad, which he had spoken in the name of the LORD. Now Ornan turned and saw the angel; and his four sons who were with him hid themselves, but Ornan continued threshing wheat. Then David came to Ornan, and Ornan looked and saw David. And he went out from the threshing floor, and bowed before David with his face to the ground. Then David said to Ornan, "Grant me the place of this threshing floor, that I may build an altar on it to the LORD. You shall grant it to me at the full price, that the plague may be withdrawn from the people." And Ornan said to David, "Take it to yourself, and let my lord the king do what is good in his eyes. Look, I also give you the oxen for burnt offerings, the threshing implements for wood, and the wheat for the grain offering; I give it all." Then King David said to Ornan, "No, but I will surely buy it for the full price, for I will not take what is yours for the LORD, nor offer burnt offerings with that which costs me nothing." So David gave Ornan six hundred shekels of gold by weight for the place. And David built there an altar to the LORD, and offered burnt offerings and peace offerings, and called on the LORD; and He answered him from heaven by fire on the altar of burnt offering. So the LORD commanded the angel, and he returned his sword to its sheath. At that time, when David saw that the LORD had answered him on the threshing floor of Ornan the Jebusite, he sacrificed there. For the tabernacle of the LORD and the altar of the burnt offering, which Moses had made in the wilderness, were at that time at the high place in Gibeon. But David could not go before it to inquire of God, for he was afraid of the sword of the angel of the LORD.  (NKJV)

I. AN ALTAR OF PRAYER (1 Chronicles 21:16-18) Then David lifted his eyes and saw the angel of the LORD standing between earth and heaven, having in his hand a drawn sword stretched out over Jerusalem. So David and the elders, clothed in sackcloth, fell on their faces. And David said to God, "Was it not I who commanded the people to be numbered? I am the one who has sinned and done evil indeed; but these sheep, what have they done? Let Your hand, I pray, O LORD my God, be against me and my father's house, but not against Your people that they should be plagued."
