I. Faith: The foundation on which we grow spiritually.

II. Virtue : A life of strong character and discipline.
A.  Virtue-  Courage or fortitude, to enable you to profess the faith before men, in these times of persecution. (Adam Clarkes Commentary)

(that is, to bring Christ down from above) or," 'Who will descend into the abyss?'" (that is, to bring Christ up from the dead). But what does it say? "The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart" (that is, the word of faith which we preach): that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. C. Control of tongue

VIII. Love: The highest quality that enables a leader to sacrificially give to others.
A. (1 Corinthians 13:13) And now abide faith, hope, love, these three; but the greatest of these is ________.  (NKJV)
B. (John 3:16) "For God so _________ the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.  (NKJV)
C. (Luke 6:31-35) "And just as you want men to do to you, you also do to them likewise. "But if you love those who love you, what credit is that to you? For even sinners love those who love them. "And if you do good to those who do good to you, what credit is that to you? For even sinners do the same. "And if you lend to those from whom you hope to receive back, what credit is that to you? For even sinners lend to sinners to receive as much back. "But _________ your enemies, ____________, and lend, hoping for nothing in return; and your reward will be great, and you will be sons of the Most High. For He is kind to the unthankful and evil.  (NKJV)
D. (Matthew 22:36-40) "Teacher, which is the great commandment in the law?" Jesus said to him," 'You shall _______ the LORD your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind.'
