Our Benefits Package

Objective – To explain the benefits that were paid for on Calvary.  To teach about the promises available to us through the scriptures.  To preach the gospel of salvation, deliverance, peace and healing.
Introduction - (Isaiah 53:1-12) Who has believed our report? And to whom has the arm of the LORD been revealed? For He shall grow up before Him as a tender plant, And as a root out of dry ground. He has no form or comeliness; And when we see Him, There is no beauty that we should desire Him. He is despised and rejected by men, A Man of sorrows and acquainted with grief. And we hid, as it were, our faces from Him; He was despised, and we did not esteem Him. Surely He has borne our griefs And carried our sorrows; Yet we esteemed Him stricken, Smitten by God, and afflicted. But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, And by His stripes we are healed. All we like sheep have gone astray; We have turned, every one, to his own way; And the LORD has laid on Him the iniquity of us all. He was oppressed and He was afflicted, Yet He opened not His mouth; He was led as a lamb to the slaughter, And as a sheep before its shearers is silent, So He opened not His mouth. He was taken from prison and from judgment, And who will declare His generation? For He was cut off from the land of the living; For the transgressions of My people He was stricken. And they made His grave with the wicked-But with the rich at His death, Because He had done no violence, Nor was any deceit in His mouth. Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise Him; He has put Him to grief. When You make His soul an offering for sin, He shall see His seed, He shall prolong His days, And the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in His hand. He shall see the labor of His soul, and be satisfied. By His knowledge My righteous Servant shall justify many, For He shall bear their iniquities. Therefore I will divide Him a portion with the great, And He shall divide the spoil with the strong, Because He poured out His soul unto death, And He was numbered with the transgressors, And He bore the sin of many, And made intercession for the transgressors.  (NKJV)

Four words are used to describe the pains of the Lord Jesus--"wounded," "bruised," "chastisement," "stripes."  How many, how varied, and how acute were his pains none of us can tell. 

He was despised, rejected, sorrowful, under grief, not esteemed, bore our griefs, carried our sorrows, stricken, smitten by God, afflicted, wounded, bruised, chastised, beaten with stripes, carried our iniquities, oppressed, afflicted, silent, slaughtered, sheared, imprison, judged, cut off, stricken,  condemned with the wicked, died, innocent yet punished, bruised, put in grief, made an offering for sin, bore our iniquities, numbered with transgressors, bore the sin of many, made intercession for the transgressors.

DVD – “That’s My King”

I. THE BENEFIT OF FORGIVENESS 

A. The meaning of transgression 

1. A revolt, rebellion, sin, transgression, trespass; to break away (from just authority).

2. To step over the line.

3. An outward disobedience of the Word of God.

B. He was wounded for our transgressions 
1. He was wounded; which word comprehends all his pains and punishments, and his death among and above the rest. 

2. Pierced hands and feet (Psalms 22:16) For dogs have surrounded Me; The congregation of the wicked has enclosed Me. They pierced My hands and My feet; (NKJV)
C. He died for our sins.
1. (1 Corinthians 15:3) For I delivered to you first of all that which I also received: that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, (NKJV)

2. (Romans 4:23-25) Now it was not written for his sake alone that it was imputed to him, but also for us. It shall be imputed to us who believe in Him who raised up Jesus our Lord from the dead, who was delivered up because of our offenses, and was raised because of our justification.  (NKJV)

II. THE BENEFIT OF DELIVERANCE


A. The meaning of iniquities 

1. Perversity, (moral) evil: fault, iniquity, mischief, sin. To crook, literally or figuratively (as follows):--do amiss, bow down, make crooked, commit iniquity, pervert, (do) perversely, do wickedly, do wrong.

2. Crooked

3. An inward desire for disobedience.

4. (Matthew 5:27-30) "You have heard that it was said to those of old, 'You shall not commit adultery.' "But I say to you that whoever looks at a woman to lust for her has already committed adultery with her in his heart.”If your right eye causes you to sin, pluck it out and cast it from you; for it is more profitable for you that one of your members perish, than for your whole body to be cast into hell. "And if your right hand causes you to sin, cut it off and cast it from you; for it is more profitable for you that one of your members perish, than for your whole body to be cast into hell.  (NKJV)

B. He was bruised for our iniquities
1. (2 Corinthians 5:21) For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.  (NKJV)

2. The innocent was punished as if guilty, that the guilty might be rewarded as if innocent.

C. A Picture of Deliverance

(Daniel 6:17-24) Then a stone was brought and laid on the mouth of the den, and the king sealed it with his own signet ring and with the signets of his lords, that the purpose concerning Daniel might not be changed. Now the king went to his palace and spent the night fasting; and no musicians were brought before him. Also his sleep went from him. Then the king arose very early in the morning and went in haste to the den of lions. And when he came to the den, he cried out with a lamenting voice to Daniel. The king spoke, saying to Daniel, "Daniel, servant of the living God, has your God, whom you serve continually, been able to deliver you from the lions?" Then Daniel said to the king, "O king, live forever! "My God sent His angel and shut the lions' mouths, so that they have not hurt me, because I was found innocent before Him; and also, O king, I have done no wrong before you." Then the king was exceedingly glad for him, and commanded that they should take Daniel up out of the den. So Daniel was taken up out of the den, and no injury whatever was found on him, because he believed in his God. And the king gave the command, and they brought those men who had accused Daniel, and they cast them into the den of lions-them, their children, and their wives; and the lions overpowered them, and broke all their bones in pieces before they ever came to the bottom of the den.  (NKJV)

D. A way of escape

(1 Corinthians 10:13) No temptation has overtaken you except such as is common to man; but God is faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will also make the way of escape, that you may be able to bear it.  (NKJV)
E. Deliver us from evil (Luke 11:1-4) Now it came to pass, as He was praying in a certain place, when He ceased, that one of His disciples said to Him, "Lord, teach us to pray, as John also taught his disciples." So He said to them, "When you pray, say: Our Father in heaven, Hallowed be Your name. Your kingdom come. Your will be done On earth as it is in heaven. Give us day by day our daily bread. And forgive us our sins, For we also forgive everyone who is indebted to us. And do not lead us into temptation, But deliver us from the evil one."  (NKJV)

III. THE BENEFIT OF PEACE


A. The definition of peace 

1. Shalom; safe, well, happy; healthy, prosperity, peace: favor, (to be at) rest; to be safe (in mind, body or estate): make amends, finish, full, give again, make good.



2. At peace with God.



3. At peace with yourself.



4. At peace with others.

B. He was chastised for our peace
1. We have peace with God through Jesus. (Romans 5:1) Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, (NKJV)

2. Jesus is our peace. (Ephesians 2:14-17) For He Himself is our peace, who has made both one, and has broken down the middle wall of separation, having abolished in His flesh the enmity, that is, the law of commandments contained in ordinances, so as to create in Himself one new man from the two, thus making peace, and that He might reconcile them both to God in one body through the cross, thereby putting to death the enmity. And He came and preached peace to you who were afar off and to those who were near.  (NKJV)

3. We have His peace. (John 14:27) "Peace I leave with you, My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.  (NKJV)
4. In Jesus we have peace. (John 16:33) "These things I have spoken to you, that in Me you may have peace. In the world you will have tribulation; but be of good cheer, I have overcome the world."  (NKJV)

IV. THE BENEFIT OF HEALING

A. Definition of healing raphah; to mend (by stitching), to cure: heal, physician, repair, make whole. 

B. He was beaten with stripes for our healing 
1.(1 Peter 2:21-25) For to this you were called, because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you should follow His steps: "Who committed no sin, Nor was deceit found in His mouth"; who, when He was reviled, did not revile in return; when He suffered, He did not threaten, but committed Himself to Him who judges righteously; who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness--by whose stripes you were healed. For you were like sheep going astray, but have now returned to the Shepherd and Overseer of your souls.  (NKJV)

2. (Matthew 8:16-17) When evening had come, they brought to Him many who were demon-possessed. And He cast out the spirits with a word, and healed all who were sick, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the prophet, saying: "He Himself took our infirmities And bore our sicknesses."  (NKJV)
