Ministry of Outreach
Objective – To stir up, organize and train people in evangelism and outreach.

1. We have a responsibility to preach the gospel around the world.  It must begin at home in St. Augustine. (Mark 16:15) And He said to them, "Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature.  (NKJV)  We must stir people up to use the gift of evangelism.  

A. We must stir our self up (2 Timothy 1:6) Therefore I remind you to stir up the gift of God which is in you through the laying on of my hands.  

B. We must stir each other up (Hebrews 10:24-25) And let us consider one another in order to stir up love and good works, not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so much the more as you see the Day approaching.  

2. In order to be more effective, we must organize and focus on winning souls into the kingdom of God:

A. Finding your ministry (Matthew 25:34-40) "Then the King will say to those on His right hand, 'Come, you blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world: 'for I was hungry and you gave Me food; I was thirsty and you gave Me drink; I was a stranger and you took Me in; 'I was naked and you clothed Me; I was sick and you visited Me; I was in prison and you came to Me.' "Then the righteous will answer Him, saying, 'Lord, when did we see You hungry and feed You, or thirsty and give You drink? 'When did we see You a stranger and take You in, or naked and clothe You? 'Or when did we see You sick, or in prison, and come to You?' "And the King will answer and say to them, 'Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did it to one of the least of these My brethren, you did it to Me.'  (NKJV)

3.  There is so much to do and so little time left to do it.  We must recruit and train up leaders to reach the lost.
A. We need more laborers (Matthew 9:35-38) Then Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people. But when He saw the multitudes, He was moved with compassion for them, because they were weary and scattered, like sheep having no shepherd. Then He said to His disciples, "The harvest truly is plentiful, but the laborers are few. "Therefore pray the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into His harvest."  (NKJV)
B. We do not have time to waste (John 4:34-35) Jesus said to them, "My food is to do the will of Him who sent Me, and to finish His work. "Do you not say, 'There are still four months and then comes the harvest'? Behold, I say to you, lift up your eyes and look at the fields, for they are already white for harvest!  (NKJV)
C. Jesus is coming soon! (John 9:4) "I must work the works of Him who sent Me while it is day; the night is coming when no one can work.  (NKJV)
