Hungry for God (Part 3)
Hungry for More of the Anointing of the Holy Spirit
(Matthew 5:6) Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they shall be filled.  (NKJV)
Objective – To show the importance of the Anointing of the Holy Spirit.  To create a hunger for the anointing.
Introduction – Hungry for God.  DVD- Asuza Street
I. THE ANOINTING OF THE HOLY SPIRIT


A. We Receive the Holy Spirit at Salvation

1. The Spirit of Adoption (Romans 8:10-17) And if Christ is in you, the body is dead because of sin, but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you. Therefore, brethren, we are debtors--not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh. For if you live according to the flesh you will die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live. For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God. For you did not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but you received the Spirit of adoption by whom we cry out, "Abba, Father." The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God, and if children, then heirs--heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that we may also be glorified together.  (NKJV)
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2. The Spirit is our guarantee (2 Corinthians 1:21-22) Now He who establishes us with you in Christ and has anointed us is God, who also has sealed us and given us the Spirit in our hearts as a guarantee.  (NKJV)
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3. The Spirit wants to flow out of us (John 7:37-39) On the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried out, saying, "If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me and drink.”He who believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, out of his heart will flow rivers of living water." But this He spoke concerning the Spirit, whom those believing in Him would receive; for the Holy Spirit was not yet given, because Jesus was not yet glorified.  (NKJV)
B. Being Filled With the Holy Spirit

1. Pentecost Acts 2:4 And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.
2. A fresh fullness of the Holy Spirit 

a. Acts 4:31 And when they had prayed, the place where they were assembled together was shaken; and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and they spoke the word of God with boldness.
b. Acts 13:52 And the disciples were filled with joy and with the Holy Spirit.

C. Baptized With the Holy Spirit

1. Jesus will baptize you with the Holy Spirit (Mark 1:6-8) Now John was clothed with camel's hair and with a leather belt around his waist, and he ate locusts and wild honey. And he preached, saying, "There comes One after me who is mightier than I, whose sandal strap I am not worthy to stoop down and loose.”I indeed baptized you with water, but He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit."  (NKJV)
2. You shall be baptized (Acts 1:4-5) And being assembled together with them, He commanded them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise of the Father, "which," He said, "you have heard from Me; "for John truly baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now."  (NKJV)

3. The Holy Spirit fell upon them (Acts 11:15-17) "And as I began to speak, the Holy Spirit fell upon them, as upon us at the beginning.”Then I remembered the word of the Lord, how He said, 'John indeed baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit.' "If therefore God gave them the same gift as He gave us when we believed on the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I that I could withstand God?"  (NKJV)
II. THE MINISTRY OF JESUS

A. Jesus was anointed with the Holy Spirit (Acts 10:38) "…how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him.  (NKJV)
B. The Spirit of the LORD was upon Jesus (Luke 4:17-19) And He was handed the book of the prophet Isaiah. And when He had opened the book, He found the place where it was written: "The Spirit of the LORD is upon Me, Because He has anointed Me To preach the gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, To proclaim liberty to the captives And recovery of sight to the blind, To set at liberty those who are oppressed; To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD."  (NKJV) 
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6. Anointed to proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD
C. Anointed to Destroy the works of the devil (1 John 3:8) He who sins is of the devil, for the devil has sinned from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil.  (NKJV)
D. Jesus was filled and led by the Holy Spirit (Luke 4:1-2) Then Jesus, being filled with the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was led by the Spirit into the wilderness, being tempted for forty days by the devil. And in those days He ate nothing, and afterward, when they had ended, He was hungry.  (NKJV)

III. OUR NEED FOR THE ANOINTING OF THE HOLY SPIRIT
A. The Anointing destroys yokes (Isaiah 10:27) It shall come to pass in that day that his burden will be taken away from your shoulder, and his yoke from your neck, and the yoke will be destroyed because of the anointing oil.  (NKJV)
B. We must depend on the Holy Spirit (Zechariah 4:6) So he answered and said to me: "This is the word of the LORD to Zerubbabel: 'Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,' Says the LORD of hosts.  (NKJV)
C. An anointing to heal (James 5:14-15) Is anyone among you sick? Let him call for the elders of the church, and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord. And the prayer of faith will save the sick, and the Lord will raise him up. And if he has committed sins, he will be forgiven.  (NKJV)
D. Power to be witnesses (Acts 1:8) "But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth."  (NKJV)
E. Anointed to preach (Mark 16:15-20) And He said to them, "Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature. "He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned. "And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; "they will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover." So then, after the Lord had spoken to them, He was received up into heaven, and sat down at the right hand of God. And they went out and preached everywhere, the Lord working with them and confirming the word through the accompanying signs. Amen.  (NKJV)
